Navigation Stones
by Daniel Wayne Reed

Have you ever heard af navigation stones? In the days belore Christopher Columbus,
sailors did not use compasses o help them follow ocean rones, They found the direction
to sail by wsing very simple tools—rocks, These black rocks were first found on the
continent of Asia, Unlike most rocks, they displayed a unique characieristic that people
had pever seen. People learned that they were natural magnets that would stick 1o metal,
Because the amazing rocks helped lead explorers to faraway places and back home again,
they became known as lodestones {“lode™ means “lead™).

Some sailors would hang lodestones from sirings to serve as compasses. Others would
carve the stones into spoon shapes, These indicators had handles that pomied south when
latd far on smooth surfaces. With these lodestones, sailoes caull now reliably determiize
all four major dircctions: nonh, east, south, and wesi.

Lodestones point north because the Lanh wself iz 0 gam magnen. Ui vind of the
lodesione is attracted w Earth's Nooh Pole, This end is then sefeored 10 05 the lodestone's
narth pole. The other end of the lodestone aligns with Farls's South Pole. This end
brecomes kauwn as its south pole, Early explorers would fies follow funiliar routes and
watch the direction their lodestones moved, This allowed them 1o carrectly muark the
lodestones” poles. Having done this. they could then reliably use the lodevones i puide
them through enfamiliar ocean routes and back howe again,

Lodenones are made up mainly of a mineral called magnetite, You can buy swagnetite
in a science musennt i you coneot Gad it lving around vurside. 1 vou do get one of
these racks, tic it to a string. Take a walk and see if the sock swings when you change
directions. Map oul the directions 1o your school ar house. Mow, imagine being out in
the open sea with no land in sight. There are no maps 1o guide vou 1o the new lands far
across the ocean. The lodestoneg would be your most reliable source of direction. cspecially
when the sun was not shining. Could you lind vour way using this nataral magnet as your
ontly navigational tool?

As the commander
hurried 1o leave, he met a
incssenger arriving from
Pompeii with a frantic
letter from a friend’s wile,
The Tnighwened wonian was
trapped in her villa, el
bepged Pliny to help her
eseape, Peacefil Moum
Wesuvius was erupling,

A rescoe fleet was immediarely lanched,
with hopes of crossing the bay in time. As
the ships sailed cloger to the voleana, the ab
became dark, thick with falling ash, Pling’s
upeasy helmsman urged him o e back,
Fie reflused, putting the lives of kis fellow
Ratnan citfzens alicad of his own, Bar when
hie found chunks of lava and debris blocking
Pompeii‘s shore, Pliny was lorced to head for
Stahiae.

In Stabiae, the layers of ashoand rock
rose quickly, threatening Pliny and his
companions. At daybreak, they ried 1o
escape by sea. Covering their heads with
pillows as protection against the shower of
burning stoncs, they carried torches to light
their way through the dack clowd ol ashes.
Although the group reachead the safeiv of
the shoreline, Pliny was overcome by fumes
and dicd.

That same day, Pliny the Younger—stiil at
the resori—watched in amazement as the sea
retreated, lecaving many sea creatures gasping
on dry land. His moather begged him to run
For his life, bur Pliny refused to leave withouot
her. Holding hands, they joined a Mleeing crowd
when darkness suddenly overtook them,

Through the gloom of ash, they saw a strange
wall of light following them. Pliny realized to
his hosror that the shimmering glare shone
from (lames. Fortenately, the fire stopped in the
distance, leaving the terrified fugitives again in
the dark, struggling o shake off the weight of
the thick, falling ash_

Ar last, the blackness thinned, picrced by the
sun's cerie glow. A stunned Pliny saw the once-
Faniliar landscape buried in ash, With othe
exhausted survivors, he and his mother siruggled
back ta their villas 1o vebunld their lives,

The eruption of Vesuvius and the earthguakes
that accompanied it buried both Pompeii and
Hereulaneum. The shoreiine of Pompeii moved
a mile out 1o sea. The Sarno River changed its
course. Countless fanm animals, fish, and birds
died. Wind-Wown volcanic ash dusted rowns aver
a hundred miles away.

How do we knww all this? Pliny the Younger
wrote iwo letiers deseribing the catastrophe to
a Roman historian named Taciius. Thus was
preserved the memory of what caunsed these cities
to He cntombed for nearly 1,600 years beneath
thirty fieet of hardened ash and lava, Aler
Fompeii and Flercubaneum were rediscovered in
1718, excavations revealed the stunning Roman
architecture stili visible in abandoned sireets,
villas, baths, wemples, and theaters, These findings
affer a priceless historical glimpse of two wwns,
froxen in tirmne on that fatelul day.

Do you think that pupper shows are just for children? In some pars of
the world, like Indonesia, a puppet show is an interactive activiry enjoyed
by people of all ages.

At most puppet shows, the audience sits on unc side of the sereen and
the puppeteer sits on the other. However, at an Indoncsian siadow puppet
show, the andience can choose which side 1o sit on. Erom oul from,
audicnce membets see shadows of puppeis acting out cxciting scenes of
romance or battle. These people vetain the Gntasy thar *real™ evenis are
taking place.

Behvind the scenes, the magic is somewhat dilused, but it can e
fascinating to sce a dalang, or puppetcer. ianaction, The dalang manipulaes
puppets made of buffalo hide by moving attached vods of Buflalo hoen
or bamboo, Each of a pupper's arms and the main part of itg body have
theie o pads, Bon s degs are socly moved oo their own, Bessdes moving
the puppets, the dalang also provides their voices, which may mean
memorizing howrs of dislog. some in different Languaes, The orchestea aned
singers wiho provide the accompanving mistae dre directed by the dalang,
tow, During a performance, which oaight Tast for many hoaees, o dalang
sits cruss-legged on a mat behind a cotton screen about the size of 3 large
television set. A strong clectic Limp or o covontiat ol Bamp shines light
from behind the dalang, casting the puppets” shadows on the screen.

Wipang Eulit—leathier shadow puppets—mav sepresent noble humans or
evil monsters. Each puppet has its own voice and its own way of maoving.
The "good”™ puppets usually speak calmly and move gracefullys the “bad”®
ones have rough voices and move in a fenay, jerky wav, The stories acted
out by the puppets are often based on ancient myths or legends, A speciaily
written puppet show might also celvbeate o binth, woediding, ar harvest,
Sometimes a dalany chooses an old story that he thinks i appropriate for
the village where the perfurmance will take place. Befoar the show, e may
ask local people abour curremt cvems in the willage and thes use the puppet
shiow 10 illustrate possible solutions 1o local problems.
